NOTICE OF RACE

1. RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2 The prescriptions of the RYA will apply.

1.3 The boats will be sailed using the sails provided at the event with each of the Hunter 707’s.

1.4 The following racing rules will be changed;

· Rule 35 and A4; Pre-set time limit and extension will be stated
· Appendix A4; A boat starting later than 10 minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did Not Start.
· Adequate personal buoyancy must be worn at all times whilst afloat. Wetsuits/drysuits do not count as adequate buoyancy
2. ADVERTISING

2.1 Advertising may be displayed in accordance with ISAF Code 20, so long as it is removed at the end of the event.

3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1 Boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending it, together with the required fee, by the 28th February 2013 to Scottish Student Sailing (sss@ryascotland.org.uk). 
3.2 Late entries will be accepted under the approval of the SSS committee.

3.3 The event is open to teams of four or five people all of whom must sail on the boat while racing.

3.4 Teams will swap over boats during the course of the weekends racing. The boats will be as equally matched as is reasonably possible. The initial allocation of boats will be by draw. Any consequences of the allocation including the supply, condition and maintenance of a boat and her equipment shall not comprise grounds for seeking redress (affecting RRS 62.1 (a)).

4. FEES

4.1 The entry fee for the regatta is £250. Cheques should be made payable to “Scottish Student Sport”

5. SCHEDULE

5.1 Registration: Saturday 9th March 2013 8.30am

5.2 Number of races will be defined in the SI’s by the racing committee

5.3 The Briefing 0900 Saturday 9th March 2013 in the boat shed

5.4 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race each day 10.00am

6 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

6.1 The sailing instructions will be available at Registration (or may be available before the event and will be emailed to team captains).

7 RACING AREA

7.1 The race area will be the Firth of Forth.

8 THE COURSES

8.1 The courses to be sailed will be stated in the Sailing Instructions.

9 PENALTY SYSTEM

9.1 Rules 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that the Two-Turns Penalty is replaced by the One-Turn Penalty, requiring one tack and one gybe.

10 SCORING

10.1 Scoring will be as per the Low Points System. 

10.2 A boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

11 BERTHING

11.1 Boats must be returned to their original berth and securely tied unless otherwise instructed.

12 RADIO COMMUNICATION

12.1 A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats other than in the event of an emergency.

13 DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

13.1 Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

13.2 The crew of the boat is entirely responsible for her own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing, whether in the Notice of race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else, reduces this responsibility.

13.3 It is for the Skipper to decide whether they are fit to sail in the conditions in which they will find themself. By launching or going to sea, the Skipper confirms that they are fit for those conditions and their crew is competent to sail and compete in them.

13.4 Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the boat nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing. The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the race and the event, and include the organising authority, the race committee, the race officer, patrol boats and beachmasters.

13.5 The provision of patrol boats does not relieve the boat of her responsibilities.

14 INSURANCE

14.1 Each participating boat shall provide a damage deposit of £500 which will be returned after the event once all boats have been inspected.
